1. Parking Pass Checkpoint/Direction

Checking credentials and directing to proper parking area. Requires standing, familiarity with classic cars and
patience. Shifts are 3-4 hours in length. Please note that these shifts have different start/finish times than other shifts.

2. Ticket Scanners

Located at Main entrance, Car Club entrance, and Pit entrance. Scanning ticket stub from each person that enters
the venue. Standing and operating scanner required. Shifts are 3-4 hours in length and are interchangeable with
Ticket Sellers.

3. Ticket Sellers

Located at the Main entrance and the Car Club Entrance. Selling tickets for the event. Shifts are 3-4 hours in length
and are interchangeable with Ticket Scanners.

4. Wwill Call
Handing out pre purchased tickets and answering general questions regarding the event. Shifts
are 3-4 hours in length and are interchangeable with Ticket Sellers.

5. Volunteer/Media Check In

Assist with distributing volunteer credentials, lunch vouchers, etc and answer general questions. Must be familiar with
the event. Shifts are 3-4 hours in length.

6. Misc

Some duties come up during the event which cannot be planned ahead of time. Some volunteers are assigned a misc
position based on need. Shifts are 3-4 hours in length.

7. Banner Hangers/Crew

Pre-race set-up only — not on race days

Help hang banners, set up VIP and Drivers lounges, and help with last minute projects before the venue opens.
8. Tear Down

Post-race only — not during event

Assist with closing down the venue immediately after the event. May require lifting. Shift is approx 2hours.
